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Local nonprofit lands United States Centers for Disease Control grant

Minneapolis –   Minnesota-based nonprofit, the Minnesota Organization on Adolescent Pregnancy, Prevention and Parenting (MOAPPP), applied for and received a Coalition Capacity Building for Teen Pregnancy Prevention grant from the United States Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC).   

The CDC approved five grants nationwide to state organizations, and three to national organizations to increase the dissemination and implementation of strategies that have been shown to work to prevent teen pregnancy.

The grant, in the amount of $155,933, will provide training, technical assistance and resources to select, implement and evaluate effective, evidence-based strategies for teen pregnancy prevention.  

MOAPPP will partner with the National Teen Pregnancy Prevention Research Center (PRC) at the University of Minnesota.  The PRC, funded by the United States Centers for Disease Control and Prevention since 1996, is one of a network of 26 PRCs throughout the United States, and the only PRC specifically focused on prevention of teen pregnancy.   

MOAPPP and the PRC will work with local coalitions to put A Work in Progress: Minnesota’s Plan for Teen Pregnancy Prevention and Teen Parenting into action.

A landmark blueprint to reduce teen pregnancy in Minnesota was unveiled at the 11th annual conference of the Minnesota Organization on Adolescent Pregnancy, Prevention and Parenting in May.  The state plan, “A Work in Progress:  Building a State Plan for Teen Pregnancy Prevention and Parenting”, offers a series of recommendations that educators, health and youth development professionals, parents and teens can use in their own communities to address the issue of teen pregnancy.

The historic collaborative of representatives from the University of Minnesota, the Minnesota Departments of Health, Human Services and Children, Families and Learning, the St. Paul-Ramsey County Department of Public Health and teen pregnancy prevention organizations began two years ago and represents the most comprehensive analysis of effective solutions developed by Minnesota communities.

The goals to be implemented with the CDC award are to increase:

· understanding and implementation of science-based strategies to prevent teen pregnancy and promote adolescent reproductive health, including abstinence and the prevention of HIV and sexually transmitted infections; 

· the capacity of local coalitions that target populations with high rates of teen pregnancy and/or sexually transmitted infections, to select, implement and evaluate science-based strategies that address local needs; 

· culturally specific resources that incorporate science-based approaches to eliminate the disparities in teen pregnancy and HIV/ sexually transmitted disease rates among populations of color in Minnesota.
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
